Payments must be received on or before the due date to avoid

a penalty of 1 %% per month on unpaid taxes. Most chartered
banks and financial institutions in Chatham-Kent will accept
payment of your current taxes and municipal utilities on or before
the due date (any bank charges will be your responsibility).

Tax payments, by cheque, can be mailed to the return address
provided on the tax notice. You may also pay your taxes at any
satellite municipal service center within Chatham-Kent. The
following methods of Tax/Utility Payments, other than Counter
Service, may be utilized:
