NOTICE OF PUBLIC MEETING

The Chatham-Kent Public Utilities Commission (PUC) is required
under the Municipal Act, 2001, Part XII to pass a by-law that
imposes fees or charges related to Water and Wastewater
Systems.

The Municipal Act, 2001, Part XII states that “A by-law, if not
repealed earlier, expires on December 31 of the year following the
year in which the by-law was passed.” (O.Reg. 244/02, s.12(3).
The definition of “by-law’ includes a resolution for the purpose of
a local board. The current rates were approved by resolution in
November 2009.

Before passing a by-law under Part Xl of the Act, the PUC is

required to:

*  Hold at least one public meeting at which any person who
attends has an opportunity to make representation with
respect to the matter.

Ensure that a minimum of 21 days notice of the public
meeting is given.

Prior to adoption, make available information regarding
service description, cost of service, amount of the charge and
rationale for imposing the charge.

Administration will be submitting a revision to the water and
wastewater rates by-law to include a fee that was not included
previously in the rates by-law approved for January 1, 2010. No
other sections of the by-law are being changed.

This fee was previously being charged by the Ministry of the
Environment for new watermain reviews and approvals. The
Ministry is shifting approval responsibility to water utilities for
approvals. This existing fee currently being paid to the Ministry will
be collected by the PUC for this approval after the water utilities
receive their new permit and licensing.

The public meeting for this amendment to the by-law will be held
on May 6, 2010, between 3pm and 5pm, at the Chatham-Kent
PUC office located at 325 Grand Ave. E., Chatham.
