Attendant is not on duty, staff at the
Front Desk of the Chatham Civic
Centre will be happy to assist you.
They are not on VHF radio,

but are available from 8:30 a.m. -
5:00 p.m., Monday - Friday.

Reservations:

Reservations are gladly accepted and
are recommended for your visit to
Chatham. Specific locations are

taken on a request basis and
accommodated whenever possible.
Reservations can only be held until
6:00 p.m. on the day of arrival

without advance notification of later
arrival time. Cancellations are
accepted up to 24 hours prior to arrival.

Security:

For the boating season, security will be
on duty from 9:00 p.m. - 6:00 a.m.,
Friday and Saturday nights, and

9:00 p.m. - 6:00 a.m. the Sunday night
of holiday weekends. Security is on
duty on dates where reservations have
been made for the docks.

When rafting-off, all boats are charged
full docking fees for use of power, water,
and washroom facilities. All fees are in
Canadian dollars.

Pump Out:

Located at the docks, contact attendant
on channel 68 for service.

Fuel:

Make sure to keep fuel tanks full, as the
last stop for fuel before entering
Chatham is Radlin's Marina & Cafe.
