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Break Open Ticket (Nevada) Information Guide 
 

 

What is a Break Open Ticket Lottery? 
A break open ticket is a device made of 
cardboard and which has perforated cover 
window tabs behind which symbols revealed 
by tearing open the cover tab. The winning 
combination of symbols is specified on the 
back of the ticket. Break open tickers are also 
known as, “Nevada Tickets” or “pull tabs”.

When is registration as a Seller 
required? 
A registration as a Seller is required if you 
intend to sell lottery products on behalf of the 
Ontario Lottery and Gaming Corporation 
(OLG); and/or sell break open tickets on behalf 
of a charitable lottery licensee.

Licence Application Checklist 
The following items must be enclosed with 
each Licence Application form. Do not send in 
separately  

• Licence fee 
3% of licenced prize board (cheque 
payable to the Municipality of Chatham-
Kent from your lottery trust account 

• Completed application form – 
submit at least two weeks prior to 
the commencement of the licence.  

 
Licence Period 
The licence can be valid for up to two years 
with possibility of extension 
 
Licence Report Checklist: 
Report is due 30 days after completion date 

• Submit completed Break Open 
Ticket Report Form 

• Bank Statements for entire licensed 
period 

• Copies of all Invoices for entire 
reporting period 

Ex. If your report completion date is 
December 1, 2024, 30 days following that 
completion date (or once tickets have been 
depleted) the final report is due.  

• See Sample Report Attached 
 
Please note: an annual year end 
report on the Nevada (lottery trust) 
account is due the 15th of February 
of the following year. If your 
organization maintains only one 
lottery trust account, you must keep 
a separate ledger for each type of 
lottery event. 
 
First Time Applicants: 
Must complete an eligibility application and 
submit any supporting documentation 
(constitution, bylaws, etc.). Contact the 
Licensing Department.
